




The architect’s inspiration for creating a large shared space 
with dedicated areas came from his own life growing up in 
Mexico. “The design for this home relates more to large spaces 
in the colonial Spanish churches and missions. This home has 
that kind of architectural feeling. We have large beams running 
throughout the great room, which is balanced on one side of 
the room with an expansive copper clad fireplace hearth and on 
the other end by a similarly massive copper clad range hearth. 

In essence, we are borrowing from the openness of the mission 
churches with their large spaces, and adapting this to today’s 
open floor plan for living.”

The open floor plan also draws from Jauregui’s belief that a 
home should be as welcoming to the visitor as to those who live 
there. “We designed the home to have great flow and livability. 
The family can all be together, without separation of walls, and as 
a result this particular home makes a great party house. The family 

who lives here could have some 
wonderful gatherings, and it 
would be easy to entertain 
comfortably and enjoy 
celebrating with family and 
loved ones.”

Jauregui’s thematic colonial 
design interpretation extends 
throughout the home, as seen 
in the home’s dome tower with 
its large oval windows, custom-
designed arched top wood 
entry doors with amber glass 
inserts, natural clay tile roofing 
elements, oversized rustic 
interior beams and a blend 
of textured natural stones on 
the floors and walls. Modern 
comforts include a spa-like 
glass and onyx master bath with 
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exercise room, a glass-walled wine room, a two-story whimsical library 
and a large entertainment room with poker niche and walk-around bar. 
The 9,000 square foot home sits on 1.9 acres and provides 2,500 square 
feet of covered terraces that overlook the Texas Hill Country and serves 
to add to the home’s sense of place.

“The distribution and flow of our floor plans is number one in 
our company’s designs,” says Jauregui. “It is the bones of what we 
do. A good floor plan should provide for ease of everyday living 
and community, as well as a connectedness to the outdoors. This is 
what we are all about. We have a terrific team of in-house architects, 
designers, construction estimators, project managers and furniture 
experts working together on the interpretation and implementation 
of the design through exquisite detailing, exceptional craftsmanship 
and integrated furnishings, down to the accessories. We definitely had
